Science Materials Needed Each Day 


Pen/pencil ~	Science Binder	~ Agenda ~	I.D. ~ Personal Reading Book
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Please make sure to check your child’s agenda on a daily basis.


	The agenda should come home every night.  It is a record of all homework, projects, missing work and daily behaviors.  Every day in class the teacher will sign the agenda to make sure the student has written down the homework.  If homework is not turned in, a “Homework Not Done” stamp will be put in the agenda.  This serves as a reminder for the student to make sure he/she turns it in.
